Dress 
Christmas fancy dress may be worn.

Hats - It is mandatory for all competitors to wear a protective helmet at all times when mounted. It must bear the CE mark and a quality symbol, either the BSI Kitemark, the SAI Global symbol or the
official Snell label with number. 
Hair - In the interest of safety, long hair should be securely tied, and put in a hairnet.
Jackets -Tweed, navy blue or black jackets to be worn with tie (Pony Club members) or stock. No
sweatshirts or hoodies.
Jodphurs - No dark coloured jodhpurs to be worn. White, cream or beige will be acceptable. 

Footwear -Standard riding boots or jodhpur boots can be worn. Half chaps may be worn with boots of
the same colour.

Jewellery is not allowed.

All competitors must be correctly dressed when walking the course. 

Competition Rules 
Riders in the first three classes may be assisted with directions around the course.

Due to Covid restrictions, a timed jump off round will take place immediately after the first round, if clear, i.e one phase competition.
The running order will be on the Deeside ‘Club entries’, on Thursday 16th December 2021.
COVID-19 contact tracing
Current Covid 19 government guidelines must be adhered to.

Toilet and café facilities will be available, masks must be worn.
