Class 1
Cross-poles.

Class 2
Fences approximately 50 cm.
Class 3
Fences approximately 60cm. 

Prelim
The highest placed SDRC member will receive the Hilton of Fern Trophy.

This class will also be counted in the Prelim league in the SDRC Summer SJ leagues. 
For Ponies/Horses not to have been placed 1st – 3rd in any Showjumping Competition 75cm and above (excluding competitions restricted to Riding Club or Pony Club Members).  

Class 4
Fences approximately 70cm.
Novice
The highest placed SDRC member will receive the Wilson Quaich. 

This class will also be counted in the Novice league in the SDRC Summer SJ leagues.

For Ponies/Horses not to have been placed 1st – 3rd in any Showjumping competition 85cm or over (excluding competitions restricted to Riding Club or Pony Club Members).
Class 5
Fences approximately 80cm. 
Intermediate
The highest placed SDRC member will receive the Feldale Trophy. 
This class will also be counted in the Intermediate league in the SDRC Summer SJ leagues.

NB: Ponies/horses entered in Class 3 may not enter this class. 
Class 6
Fences approximately 90cm. 
Open
The highest placed SDRC member will receive the Iris Shield. 
This class will also be counted in the Open league in the SDRC Summer SJ leagues. 

NB: Ponies/horses entered in Class 4 may not enter this class. 
Class 7
Fences approximately 1m +. 

Advanced Open
The highest placed SDRC member will receive the Alan Garrett Trophy. 

This class will also be counted in the Advanced Open league in the SDRC Summer SJ leagues. 


RULES

All horses/ponies must be 4 years old and over.

No sharpened or rowelled spurs.

No whips to exceed 30" and must be padded.

Complaints must be lodged with a deposit of £25 in writing with the Secretary. No complaint will be considered which has not been lodged before the prize giving. Deposit 
will be returned if the complaint is upheld.

The organisers accept no liability for horses, riders or owners or damage or loss to vehicles or property at the 
show or in transit.

The organisers reserve the right to amend the schedule without warning.
