· Classes are open to all horses and ponies

· Separate Junior and Senior Leagues and Classes
· All classes marked * are Leagues
· Riders must nominate in which class they wish League points to be counted at the first competition they enter. 
· If no league is nominated it will be assumed you wish to be in highest class you jump on first attendance league points will be allocated according to your placing.
Current Covid 19 government guidelines must be adhered to.
Only one person to accompany each rider and there will be no toilet facilities. Masks must be worn unless mounted.
Winter Show Jumping League Rules & Regulations
1. Entries will only be accepted in advance via clubentries. 
2. Refunds will only be given if withdraw before closing date.
3. All classes will consist of 2 rounds. Everyone will jump twice regardless of faults in first round. Second round is timed to provide placings where equality of faults exists. Heights stated on schedule are the maximum.
4. Classes will be judged in accordance with BRC rules.  Riders must nominate which League Class they wish to gain points in at their first competition.  Points may not be transferred from one league to another or from one rider/horse/pony to another.  League placings will be awarded to Members ONLY.  The winner of each league will receive the Annual Trophy.  Juniors and Seniors are placed separately in League classes.  A minimum of 3 competitions must be attended to be eligible for league trophies.  Riders should ensure that they have paid membership in full prior to the date of the competition to be eligible for points and trophies at any of our competitions. 
5. Horse/pony and rider combinations, must nominate which league they wish points to be awarded in at the first SARC winter competition, which they enter, may continue to compete in that league until the end of the current winter show jumping series.

6. Juniors will be those who are 18 years and under on 1st January in the current membership year (as per BRC rules).  If eligible for a junior class at the beginning of the Winter Show Jumping League Series, competitors may complete the Winter Series in that class if they so wish, regardless of whether they become senior members on January 1st 2021.
7. In the event that emergency medical treatment requires to be administered, parents/guardians should inform the organisers of any pre-existing medical conditions which require specific treatment/medication.  Parents/guardians should also provide the organisers with a current emergency contact number, and should specify if they do not wish their child to be photographed by or in relation to Stonehaven and Area Riding Club. 
8. At or in the vicinity of any Stonehaven and Area Riding Club event, everyone mounted, whether competing or not must wear a hard hat conforming to the minimum safety standards, with a harness properly adjusted and fastened.  Failure to do so will incur elimination of the horse and/or rider from the competition.  Hats must be marked to standard as per BRC rules.  Where a hat is of skull cap style, this must be worn with a plain silk.

9. The wearing of body protectors is recommended.  In the interests of safety competitors should ensure that long hair is secured appropriately.

10. Disclaimer of liability – save for death or personal injury caused by negligence of the organisers or anyone for whom they are in law responsible, neither the organisers of any event to which these rules apply, nor the British Horse Society, nor the agent, employee or representative of these bodies accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage, injury, or illness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, land or any person or property whatsoever, whether caused by negligence, breach of contract or in any way whatsoever.

11. Horses and Rider Combinations who have been placed 1st – 3rd overall in a SARC show jumping league within the last 3 seasons may compete again at that level, but may not gain points at that level. 

12. If at the end of the winter league series there is equality of points in any of the sections, for example two people placed second equal on points in the open league, then second and third places will be decided using the following criteria:
· Attendance at winter league competitions.  If one competitor has attended more of the current series of winter league competitions than the other then second place will go to the person who has attended most and third place will go to the person who has attended less.

· If equality still exists at this point then the competitor who has the higher placing in the final competition will be placed above the other.

13. Competitors, or their assistants, may not use the warm up school to lunge their horses.
14. Competitors are required to show courtesy towards others when warming up in the outdoor school.  If riding on the opposite rein to one another competitors should pass left shoulder to left shoulder, and practice fences should be jumped in the correct direction.  The side of the fence marked “red” should be kept on the rider’s right.
15. HC entries will be accepted but competitors MUST then remain HC (on that horse) for any further classes they do on that day.
16. The making of an entry implies acceptance of the conditions listed above.

COVID-19 contact tracing
 In order to aid in contact tracing, should this be necessary, please provide the names and telephone numbers for each person that will be attending the event with you. Event organisers may only use the data you supply in this section for the purpose of contact tracing. These details will be held for 21 days following the end of the event.
